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Asset Diversification

45% of the portfolio is composed of structured loans. These are
facilities provided to lenders where the lender retains the first loss.
The Company has built a diversified portfolio of 21 structured
facilities. Each facility has been designed to deliver stable returns
with downside mitigation and typically has 5 bespoke covenants per
deal.

53% of the portfolio is composed of whole loans. These are pools of
loans acquired from the loan originator by the Company. 58% of
these loans are secured.

The Company is seeking to increase its exposure to loans that are
either structured or whole loans secured against property assets.
